2. ________Bella Lardieri has the right to plan her family vacation to any place she wants to go.  She wouldn’t necessarily have this right in certain other countries of the world.  Where in the Constitution does it say that Bella has this right?

3. ________Mooney and Holly are at odds over the location of the boundary line dividing their properties.  The area in question dates back to a mistake made when the land was originally surveyed and amounts to just under one-half acre altogether.  Since the two can’t agree on a settlement, they’ve decided to put the matter before a jury in a court of law.  This they can do because of which constitutional amendment?
